Irish and Scottish immigrants then brought this
tradition to America, using pumpkins instead of turnips to make-gdekterns.

Around 43 AD the Romans conquered the Celts and combined the Celtic feast of Sam-
hain with their own holiday on October 3tvhich celebrated the Roman goddess Po-
noma. Ponoma was honored during this time of harvest because she was the goddess of
apples. For this reason, candied apples and bobbing for apples are traditions associated
with Halloween today.
